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You will be writing a proposal that addresses some problem that you have identified with regard to education in America.  You may reference any materials that we have read in class, and you may need to complete additional research to support your chosen topic.  You should create an informed argument that is artistically designed, keeping in mind your development of ethos, logos, and pathos.  You will need to decide to whom you will be sending or presenting your proposal, as this is a requirement of the assignment.  Your form should be logically designed to fit your purpose (letter, written proposal, speech, etc.).  You may also choose to pattern your proposal after another proposal, e.g. “A Modest Proposal.”  Whichever design that you choose, you must provide me with a word-processed copy to score. Please also include (for me) a bibliography citing all sources that you have referenced.  
Here is one way that you can organize your proposal, but this is by no means the only or best design.  The design that you choose should fit your topic and logically bring the reader to the point in which she is willing to take action.  Before writing, make sure that you understand and can identify the speaker (you), the audience (to whom will you present your proposal), and the message (proposal).
I.  You will need to present the problem that needs to be solved.  
A. Within the introduction of your proposal, you should describe the problem.
B. Provide any needed historical background for the problem.
C. Make your claim that there is a solution. 
II. Present the proposal. 
A. Present your argument (your revised thesis)
B. Explain the specifics of the proposal.
III. Provide a summary of the opposing viewpoints.        
A. Counter argue: (in this section you could summarize opposing solutions and discus why they aren't valid)
IV. Justification: Convince the reader that the proposal should be adopted.      
A. Solution is feasible: reasons/commentary are presented and developed.     
B. Solution solves the problem: reasons/commentary are presented and developed.     
C. Solution is the best solution: reasons/commentary are presented and developed.
V. Conclusion
         	A. Readdress the proposed solution.
B. Entice your readers to act.
